Timex Atelier Marine M1a: Setting the Time

Pull out the crown to position 2
Turn until the desired time is reached, return the crown to position 1

Note: 
The watch is self-winding by the movements of the wrist.
To wind the watch by hand, rotate the crown clockwise in position 1

Resize the Bracelet with Self-Adjustable Links

1   Select adjustable links with the symbol  
2  Pull out and rotate the adjustable links with the symbol        to open 
3  Remove the desired number of adjustable links 
4  Pull out and rotate again to close and secure the bracelet.
